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Learning from everyone 

Sophie’s Bubbe and NaiNai both teach her new skills for making 
chicken soup, but it can be hard to learn something new. If you’re 
gathering either in person or online for learning, you can certainly 
relate to that sentiment! Pair students together and ask them to 
describe how to do a task (tying shoes, making a sandwich) only by 
describing the action. Have them discuss why that method might 
be tricky, and figure out together what might help (pictures, a 
demonstration). Then have them teach others something as a team.
