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A Note from PJ Library®

Jewish Concepts
The Hebrew word mitzvah literally means 
“commandment” and for a long time has 
also been associated with the concept of 
doing good deeds. Thus, it can be used to 
refer to the commandments contained in 
the Torah (� rst � ve books of the Hebrew 
Bible) or charitable acts; both are seen by 
many as essential components of Jewish life. 
In Pirkei Avot, a collection of Jewish ethical 
teachings, we � nd the phrase mitzvah goreret 
mitzvah: “One mitzvah will bring another 
mitzvah” (4:2). One way in which this can 
happen is that when a person does a good 
deed, others might see and be inspired 
to do something kind as well. The result 
can be a ripple effect of acts of kindness 
spreading from person to person. Another 
way this phrase can be understood is that if 
people strive to make the performance of 
mitzvot (plural) a habit, each mitzvah they do 
will lead to another one.
When people make a point of seeking out 
ways they can help and do good things 
for each other, the sense of community 
produced can be quite powerful. As we 
see in this story, one small act leads to the 
transformation of an entire neighborhood; 
its members, who were formerly isolated 
from each other, become connected 
through acts of kindness and thoughtfulness. 
It is a wonderful reminder of the power 
that our actions, even small ones, can have 
on the lives of the people around us.

Using This Book at Home
Here are some ideas for mitzvot that your 
family can do together:
• Do you have an elderly neighbor or 

relative who might need help? Volunteer 
as a family to go grocery shopping, cook 
a meal, or do small household chores 
for that person. Even taking the time to 
sit and visit with your neighbor can be 
a mitzvah. Encourage young children to 
make artwork to brighten up a neighbor’s 
day.

• Consider donating new or gently used 
clothing, books, and toys to those who 
are in need. Help children look through 
their belongings, describing how happy 
some children will be to receive the toys 
they no longer play with. Contact a local 
homeless shelter or donation center for 
details on how to make your donation.

• Start a smile campaign! Make a point of 
smiling and saying hello to people you 
encounter in the neighborhood, and 
encourage family members to participate. 
You never know how much your smile 
and friendly greeting may warm another 
person’s heart!
